Updated Definitions 
Town of Adams
ACCESSORY APARTMENT: A secondary dwelling unit built onto, or inside of a single-family detached primary dwelling, or a separate structure on the same lot as the primary structure. Accessory is a complete dwelling with provisions built-in for cooking, eating, sanitation, and sleeping.   
ACCESSORY BUILDING:  A building which is customarily incidental and subordinate in area, extent and purpose to the principal building located on the same lot, and not for human habitation. 
*ACCESSORY RETAIL: General retail or concession, such as a newsstand, gift shop, lunch counter, drugstore, etc., constructed in conjunction with some other use, such as office or industrial, which is principally for the use or convenience of the employees, clients, customers, or other visitors to the principal use but is open to the general public and does not exceed 5% of the total floor area of the principal use.
ACCESSORY USE:  A use which is customarily incidental and subordinate to the principal use of a structure or lot, and which is located on the same lot as the principal structure, so long as the accessory use is permitted in the district, according to this Ordinance.  To be considered as accessory, a use must occupy no more than 30% of the floor area or 50% of the lot area.
*ADEQUATE CAPACITY: Capacity is considered to be adequate if the grade of service is p.05 or better for a worst-case day in a preceding month, based on the Erlang B Tables, prior to the date of application, or as measured using direct traffic measurement of the personal wireless service facility in question for existing facilities requesting major modification, and where the call blocking is due to frequency contention at the antenna(s).
ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ESTABLISHMENT- ANY OF THE FOLLOWING BUSINESSES: 
· An establishment having as a substantial or significant portion of its stock in books, magazines, picture periodicals, motion picture films, video cassettes, or coin operated motion picture machines for sale, barter or rental which are distinguished or characterized by their emphasis on matter depicting, describing or relating to "sexual conduct" as that term is described in G.L., c. 272, s.31; "sexual devices" or an establishment having for sale sexual devices, objects, tools, or toys which are distinguished or characterized by their association with sexual activity, including sexual conduct or sexual excitement as defined in G.L. c. 272, s.31, or an establishment with a segment or section devoted to the sale or display of such materials.
· ADULT MOTION PICTURE THEATRE: An enclosed building used for presenting material distinguished or characterized by an emphasis on matter depicting, describing, or relating to "sexual conduct" as defined in G.L. c. 272, s. 31 for observation by patrons therein.
· ADULT CABARET: Any establishment, with or without a liquor license, which provides live entertainment in which nudity is a substantial or significant portion, or in which employees are nude or partially nude.
AFFORDABLE UNITS: Dwelling units which the Planning Board finds are affordable for rent or purchase by households making eighty (80) percent or less of the median household income for Adams, as calculated by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, with adjustments for family size, and, to the extent practicable, are only available to such households through deed restrictions, easements, covenants or other mechanisms to insure that the units are affordable for a minimum of 15 years.

**ANIMAL KENNEL:  A structure or parcel of land used for the harboring and/or care of more than three dogs that are more than six months old, whether commercially operated or not.
ARTIST LIVE/WORK SPACE:  A dwelling in which an artist both resides and creates art for commercial sale or public display, known as Art Use for the purpose of this Ordinance.
ART USE: The production of art or creative work either written, composed, created or executed for a "one of a kind, limited" production exclusive of any piece or performance created or executed for industry oriented distribution or related production. Such use may include the fine and applied arts including painting or other like picture, traditional and fine crafts, sculpture, writing, creating film, creating animation, the composition of music, choreography and the performing arts.
ASSISTED LIVING FACILITY:  A profit or non-profit entity which provides room and board and where the operator provides a minimum of two meals a day and assistance with activities of daily living for three or more elderly or disabled residents, as defined and licensed, or as may be defined and licensed in the future, by Mass. General Laws. 
AUTOMOTIVE SERVICES:  As the term is used in this bylaw, shall mean motor vehicles and trailers of any kind, including but not limited to automobiles, trucks, motorcycles, recreational vehicles, all-terrain vehicles, snowmobiles, travel trailers, farm equipment, and the like.  Automotive Services include, but may not be limited to, the following:
· AUTOBODY OR PAINT SHOP shall mean a painting facility provided all servicing and repairs are carried out inside the building.
· AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR GARAGE shall mean a repair facility not including autobody or paint shops, provided all servicing and repairs are carried out inside the building.
· AUTOMOTIVE SALES, INDOOR shall mean a sales place for new or used cars conducted entirely with a building, or rental agency for autos, trailers, or motorcycles conducted entirely within a building provided no major repairs are made.
· AUTOMOTIVE SALES, OUTDOOR shall mean a sales place or storage place for new or used cars conducted partly or wholly on an open lot, or rental agency for automobiles, trailers, motorcycles conducted partly or wholly outdoors.
· AUTOMOTIVE SERVICE STATION shall mean a filling station, with or without self-service gasoline pumps, where no major repairs are made provided that all lubrication and minor repairs are carried out inside the building.
· CAR WASHING ESTABLISHMENT shall mean a facility using mechanical equipment for purposes of cleaning automobiles and other vehicles.
BANNER: A temporary or permanent sign made of fabric or fabric-like material which may be free hanging or attached at all corners. 
*BASE STATION: The primary sending and receiving site in a wireless telecommunications network.
*BED AND BREAKFAST: A dwelling maintained by one or more permanent residents, and offering at least one meal and sleeping accommodations in not more than four guest rooms which are not provided with separate cooking facilities, and whose guests may use the cooking facility ordinarily used by the resident family. There shall be one bathroom for every two guest rooms.

*BOARDING HOUSE OR LODGING HOUSE:  A dwelling in which lodging and/or meals are provided for between five and twenty individuals, including fraternity houses and dormitories of educational institutions, but not including dormitories of charitable or philanthropic institutions or convalescent or nursing homes licensed under G.L. c. 111, s. 71 or rest homes so licensed, or group residences licensed or regulated by agencies of the Commonwealth. 
BUILDING: The word "building" shall include the word "structure" unless the context unequivocally indicates otherwise. "Building" shall also mean any three-dimensional enclosure by any building materials of any space for use or occupancy, temporary or permanent, and shall include foundations in the ground, also all parts of any kind of structure above ground except fences and field or garden walls or embankment retaining walls.

*BUILDING HEIGHT: The vertical distance from the mean finished grade of the ground adjoining the building to the highest point of the roof or parapet for flat or shed roofs, to the deckline for mansard roofs, and to the mean height between eaves and ridge for gable, hip, and gambrel roofs. Not included are spires, cupolas, television antennas, or other parts of structures which do not enclose potentially habitable floor space.

*BUILDING LINE: A line parallel to the street line, between which and the street line no part of any structure is located.
CLUSTER RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT: A development comprised of dwellings that are integrated with each other and the landscape so as to minimize environmental impact, and includes a significant portion of common open space, and developed at a density not exceeding that which would be ordinarily expected from a typical conventional subdivision.

** CONVENIENCE STORE: Any retail establishment open longer than normal business hours, 6:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m., or with a third shift of employees.

CREATIVE SERVICES:  Specialized industries rooted in professional creativity and wealth generation through the intellectual property of individual skill and talent.  Examples include, but are not limited to, architectural, engineering, interior, or landscaping design, software and graphics design, advertising and public relations, electronic commerce businesses, and film, video and multi-media. 
DAY CARE OR NURSERY SCHOOL: A facility licensed by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts for daytime care and instruction of preschool children.
*DWELLING UNIT: A single unit providing complete, independent living facilities for one or more persons, including permanent provisions for living and sleeping, cooking and sanitation.
**DWELLING, MULTI-FAMILY: A building containing four (4) or more dwelling units, which may be rented or owned by residents, and including apartment houses and garden apartment houses, but not including a townhouse.
DWELLING, ONE-FAMILY: A building containing one dwelling unit, also referred to as a "single family dwelling".

DWELLING, THREE-FAMILY: A building containing three (3) dwelling units, but not including a townhouse.
DWELLING, TOWNHOUSE: A dwelling unit in a row of at least three (3) such units, in which each unit has its own front and rear exposure to the outside, no unit is located over another unit, and each unit is separated from any other unit by one or more common vertical fire-resistant walls.
**DWELLING, TWO-FAMILY:  A building containing two dwelling units.
*EMF: Electromagnetic frequency radiation.

*FAMILY: Any number of individuals related by blood or marriage or not more than four persons not so related living and cooking together in a single housekeeping unit.
 *FCC:  Federal Communications Commission, the federal government agency responsible for regulating telecommunications in the United States.

*FLOOR AREA, GROSS: The sum of the gross horizontal area of the several floors of a building and its accessory buildings on the same lot, including the area of basements not more than 50% below grade, roofed porches and roofed terraces, excluding areas with less than six feet floor-to-ceiling height. All dimensions shall be measured between exterior faces of walls.
FUNERAL ESTABLISHMENT: All or part of a building used for human funeral services. Such building may contain space and facilities for (a) embalming and the performance of other services necessary for the preparation of the dead for burial, (b) the performance of autopsies and other surgical procedures, (c) the storage of caskets, funeral urns, and other related funeral supplies, (d) the storage of funeral vehicles, (e) facilities for cremation, and (f) the living quarters of an individual whose bona-fide occupation is in the funeral establishment.

HALFWAY HOUSE OR COMMUNITY RESIDENCE: A building containing sleeping rooms, common rooms, dining rooms, and accessory facilities intended exclusively for the use of participants of a program of rehabilitation of individuals prior to their complete reentry into normal society, which program is formally recognized by an agency of the Commonwealth. One or more individuals responsible for the operation of a halfway house shall be a resident therein, and facilities for such resident director and his family shall be provided.
HEALTH CLUB: An establishment that provides facilities for any or all of the following: aerobic exercises, running, exercise equipment, game courts, swimming facilities, saunas, showers, massage rooms, and lockers, and includes weight loss centers.  
*HEDGE: A contiguous row of shrubs or trees serving the purpose of a fence.
HOME OCCUPATION: A vocation, trade, small business, craft, art or profession which can be conducted in entirety within the principal or accessory building of a property by a bona fide resident of that principal building and which, by nature of its limited size and scope, does not cause any outward manifestation (such as traffic generation, parking congestion, noise or air pollution, materials storage, and public service or utility demand) which is uncharacteristic of, or an additional disturbance to, the residential neighborhood in which said property is located. The following occupations are excluded if clients will be seen in the home, although other uses may be excluded on a case-by-case basis: Any clinic, veterinary hospital, restaurant, retail or wholesale supply shop or store, mortuary, medical doctor (MD, DO, DPM or equivalent), dentist (DDS, DMD or equivalent), chiropractor, lawyer, real estate or insurance agent.
**HOTEL, MOTEL or MOTOR INN: A building, group of buildings, or part of a building, containing rooming units which may or may not include individual cooking facilities for transient occupancy of 20 or more persons in exchange for compensation, and having one or more common entrances, or individual exterior entrances; and including an inn, motel, motor inn or tourist court, but not including a boarding house, lodging house or rooming house.  Hotels, motels or inns may include rooms for public assembly and/or dining.
IMPERVIOUS SURFACES:  Materials or structures on or above the ground that do not allow precipitation to infiltrate the underlying soil.

*INDUSTRIAL PARK: A parcel of 10 acres or more oriented towards corporate business and/or light industrial uses with quality facilities and landscaping developed in conformance with the Use Regulation Schedule and §125-16E
*JUNK: Any article or material or collection thereof which is worn out, cast off, or discarded and which is ready for destruction or has been collected or stored for salvage or conversion. Any article or material which, unaltered or unchanged and without further reconditioning, can be used for its original purpose as readily as when new shall not be considered junk.
*JUNKYARD: Premises, whether licensed or not, where waste or scrap articles or materials are abandoned, stored, sorted, packed, bought or sold, except where such activities are carried on entirely within an enclosed building or within an open area of less than 200 square feet.
JUNK MOTOR VEHICLE: Any motor vehicle not capable of being used as such in its existing condition by reason of being damaged or dismantled or failing to contain parts necessary for operation and otherwise qualifying as junk.
LANDSCAPED AREA:  That portion of a site, including buffers and setbacks, which will be maintained or planted in vegetation (i.e. grass or live ground cover, shrubs, trees), underlain by pervious surface (soil).

*LIGHT MANUFACTURING: Research or testing laboratory, printing plant, manufacturing establishment, or other assembly, packaging, finishing or processing use, provided that all operations shall be such as to confine disturbing smoke, fumes, dust, odors, vibrations and noise to the premises.
*LIVESTOCK: Any number of fur-bearing animals, hogs, animals for hire, horses, cows, goats, sheep, or poultry other than customary household pets and as further qualified in the Use Regulation Schedule; private stable and dog kennel.
**LOT: An area of land with defined, ascertainable boundaries, undivided by a public way, in single or joint ownership, approved and established by deed(s) or record, and used or set aside and available for use as the site of one or more buildings or for any other definite purpose. 
*LOT AREA: The horizontal area of a lot exclusive of any area in a street or way open to public use. Not more than 10% of the lot area required for zoning compliance shall be area under water nine months or more in a normal year.

*LOT, CORNER: A lot which has an interior angle of less than 135 degrees at the intersection of two street lines. A lot abutting a curved street shall be considered a corner lot if the tangents to the curve at the point of intersection of the side lot lines intersect with an interior angle of less than 105 degrees.

**LOT COVERAGE: Percentage of total lot area covered by buildings or roofed.
*LOT FRONTAGE: That portion of a lot fronting upon and having access to a street or public way, to be measured continuously along one street line between its side lot lines and their intersection with the street line or, in the case of a corner lot, to the point of intersection of street side lines extended.

*LOT WIDTH: The horizontal distance between side lot lines, measured parallel to the lot frontage at the proposed building line.

MEDICAL CENTER: One or more buildings used for the offices and facilities necessary to licensed medical practitioners, such as physicians, dentists, optometrists, ophthalmologists, and persons engaged in all fields related generally to medicine, but not including veterinarians, for outpatient services.
**MOBILE HOME: A single family dwelling unit built on a chassis, designed for connection to utilities when in use, and designed without necessity of a permanent foundation.  A mobile home shall not include a motor vehicle licensed as a recreational vehicle or travel trailer.
**MOBILE HOME PARK: Premises which have been planned and improved for the placement of mobile homes for nontransient use.  A mobile home park may include special facilities for use by the occupants, including common recreational buildings and areas, common open space and laundry facilities. 
MODULAR DWELLING: A factory-fabricated transportable building designed to be used by itself or to be incorporated with similar units at a building site into a modular structure that will be a finished building in a fixed location. The term is intended to apply to major assemblies, and does not include prefabricated panels, trusses, plumbing trees, and other prefabricated sub-elements incorporated into a structure at the site. For the purpose of this Ordinance a modular unit shall not be deemed a "mobile home" but shall be regarded as a conventional dwelling, subject to the rules and regulations contained herein.
*MONITORING: Measurement through instruments in the field of the radiation from a facility site as a whole, or from individual personal wireless service devices, towers, antennas, or repeaters.
*MONITORING PROTOCOL: The testing protocol, initially the Cobbs Protocol, which is to be used to monitor emissions from existing and new personal wireless service facilities and repeaters. The Planning Board may, as the technology changes, require by written regulation the use of other testing protocols. A copy of the Monitoring Protocol shall be on file with the Board of Selectmen.

MOTOR VEHICLE:  A self-propelled vehicle which is permitted and requires a valid registration legally issued by a government authority in order to be operated on a public way.  A motor vehicle shall include, but not be limited to, automobiles, trucks, buses, motor homes, motorized campers, motorcycles, motor scooters, or tractors.
MUNICIPAL FACILITIES: Government offices and facilities such as police and fire stations, libraries, and administrative offices, owned or operated by the City of Adams, or other municipal agencies.
*NONCONFORMING USE OR BUILDING: A lawfully existing use or building which does not conform to the regulations for the district in which such use or building exists.
*NURSING, CONVALESCENT OR REST HOME or HOSPITAL: Any institution licensed by the Department of Public Health as a nursing, convalescent or rest home, charitable home for the aged, hospital or sanitarium pursuant to MGL c. 111, 51 and 71.
OPEN SPACE: The parts of a lot designed and developed for outdoor use by the occupants of the lot or the general public for lawns and landscaping, recreation, including swimming pools, tennis courts or similar facilities, for gardens or for household service activities such as clothes drying; free of automotive traffic and parking and readily accessible by all those for whom it is provided. 

PARKING GARAGE OR PARKING AREA: A building, structure, part of a building or structure, lot or part of a lot designed or used for the parking, shelter or storage of noncommercial motor vehicles, excluding parking for single family or duplex dwellings, mobile homes, and accessory apartments.

*PARKING SPACE: Space adequate to park an automobile, not less than 8 1/2 x 20 feet, plus means of access. Where spaces are not marked, each space shall be assumed to require 350 square feet.
*PERSONAL WIRELESS SERVICE DEVICE: Any antenna, appurtenance, wiring, or equipment used in connection with the reception or transmission of electromagnetic radiation that is attached to a structure.
*PERSONAL WIRELESS SERVICE FACILITY: A general term that includes wireless communication building, personal wireless service device, and personal wireless service structure.
*PERSONAL WIRELESS SERVICE PROVIDER: An entity, licensed by the FCC, to provide personal wireless services to individuals or institutions.
*PHILANTHROPIC INSTITUTION: An endowed or charitably supported nonprofit religious or nonsectarian activity maintained for a public or semipublic use.
*PUBLIC ENTRANCE: Entrance to a building or structure observable and accessible from a public way, public parking or accessory parking area.
*PUBLIC UTILITY: Electrical, gas, steam, water, communication or transportation systems and their appurtenances.
QUARRY: A place where consolidated rock has been or is being removed by means of an open excavation to supply material for construction, industrial or manufacturing purposes.

RECYCLING FACILITIES: A facility in which recyclable materials, such as newspapers, magazines, books and other paper products; glass; metal; asphalt products; and other materials are recycled, reprocessed, and treated to return such products to a condition in which they may be again used as a new product; provided, however, that motor vehicle salvage yards and graveyards; junkyards; and solid waste transfer facilities shall not be deemed a "recycling facility" for the purposes of this definition.

*REPEATER: A small receiver/relay transmitter of not more than 20 watts' output designed to provide service to areas that are not able to receive adequate coverage directly from a base station.
*RESTAURANT, SIT-DOWN: Establishment for the sale of prepared food, more than half of which is consumed on the site.
RESTAURANT, FAST-FOOD: An establishment whose principal business is the sale of pre-prepared or rapidly prepared food directly to the customer in a ready to consume state for consumption either within the restaurant building or off premises and usually requires ordering food at a counter or a drive-through window.
RESTAURANT, TAKE-OUT:  Establishment for the sale of prepared food, none of which is consumed on the premises.
RETAIL & PERSONAL SERVICES:  The sale, rental, or repair of goods and/or provision of services including:  antiques, apparel, appliances (home use), art supplies, bakeries, barber shops, beauty shops, books, cameras, card shops, china and pottery, draperies and interior decorating supplies, drugs, film developing and printing, florist, fruit, furniture, gifts and stationery, grocery, hardware, house wares and home furnishings, jewelry, laundering and other garment servicing, music, newsstand, novelties, paint, shoes, pet supplies and pet grooming, shoe cleaning or repair, specialized food, sporting goods, toys, tailors, vegetable markets, and other similar places of business.
SETBACK:  The minimum distance from a lot line to a building placed on the lot.  Setbacks shall be measured perpendicular (at right angles) to the lot line.  
SIGN: Any device to inform or attract the attention of persons not on the premises on which the sign is located, including window signs and any building surfaces which are internally illuminated or decorated with gaseous tube or other lights; provided, however, that the following shall not be included in the application of the regulations of this chapter:

A. Signs not exceeding one square foot in area and bearing only property numbers, post box numbers, names of occupants of premises, or other identification of premises not having commercial connotations.

B. Flags and insignia of any government except when displayed in connection with commercial promotion.

C. Legal notices; identification, informational or directional signs erected or required by governmental bodies.

D. Integral decorative or architectural features of buildings, except letters, trademarks, moving parts, or moving lights.

E. Signs directing and guiding traffic and parking on private property but bearing no advertising matter.

F. Signs on or in the rolling stock, stations, or structures of or used by common carriers except on bridges or viaducts or abutments thereof.

G. Standard gasoline pumps bearing thereon in usual size and form the name, type, and price of gasoline.

SIGN, AREA OF:  The entire area within a regular geometric form or combinations of regular geometric forms comprising all of the display area of the sign and including all of the elements of the matter displayed. One side only of signs with faces at 180 degrees to each other shall be counted. Frames and structural members not bearing advertising matter shall not be included in computation of sign area unless those elements are internally or decoratively lighted.
SIGN, FREESTANDING:  A sign erected or affixed to the land and not attached to a building.
SIGN, TEMPORARY:  A sign which, by its inherent nature, can be expected to remain in place for less than a year, such as real estate signs or signs inside display windows.
STATE HIGHWAY: A highway owned by the Commonwealth of Massachusetts or one designated as a state numbered highway by the Massachusetts Department of Public Works.

SPECIALTY ARTISTIC MANUFACTURING:  An establishment for the preparation, display, and sale of individually crafted artwork, jewelry, furniture, sculpture, pottery, leathercraft, hand-woven articles, and related items or manufacturing and production of unique artistic works, such as tapestries, paintings, sculpture, custom furniture, or customized wall coverings.  Such manufacturing shall not be of a mass-production or assembly line nature and will be consistent with an artist or craftsman custom producing individual items.

*STORY: That portion of a building between the top of any floor and the top of the floor or roof next above, counting as a half story such portion if more than half its exterior wall area is below grade or if directly under a sloping roof in which more than half the exterior wall perimeter has less than three feet floor-rafters interior dimension, and excluding cellar or attic spaces used solely for utilities and storage.
STREET: A way established by the Town or maintained under state, or federal authority, or included in the specifications of a subdivision plan approved in accordance with the this Ordinance.
*STREET LINE: The right-of-way line of a street, assumed to be 20 feet from the center of the traveled roadway where no such right-of-way line has been established or can be readily determined.
**STRUCTURE: Anything constructed or erected, the use of which requires fixed location on the ground or attachment to something located on the ground, including all buildings, mobile homes, billboards, swimming pools, storage tanks, communications towers, smokestacks, permanent signs, or the like, or part thereof, but not including paving, usual lawn accessories, or retaining walls or fences.
*SWIMMING POOL: Any constructed pool, located above or below the ground, whether portable or fixed, used or capable of being used for swimming, wading, or bathing purposes. Pools having a depth of two feet or more and having a capacity of 200 cubic feet or more in volume shall be considered structures.
TELECOMMUNICATIONS STRUCTURE: Any structure, antenna, tower, or other device used for commercial purposes and which provides mobile wireless services, unlicensed wireless services, cellular phone services, specialized mobile radio communications (ESMR), personal communications service (PSC), or common carrier wireless exchange access services.

TELECOMMUNICATIONS TOWER: Any structure that is designed and constructed primarily for the purpose of supporting one or more antennas. The term telecommunications tower shall include self-supporting lattice towers, guy towers, monopole towers, radio and television transmission towers, microwave towers, common-carrier towers, cellular phone towers, and the like.

*TEMPORARY STRUCTURE: Tent, construction shanty, or trailer, or similarly portable or demountable structure intended for continuous use for not longer than one year.
*TEMPORARY USE: Use, occupation or occupancy of a parcel of land, building or structure for a period not to exceed one calendar year.
*TRACT: An area of land which may be subdivided or otherwise allocated to accommodate a use or uses on finished lots which may be sold separately or retained in one or common ownership.
*UNREGISTERED MOTOR VEHICLE: Any motor vehicle required to be registered by law of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts for operation on public ways, not so registered.
*VEHICLE, HEAVY COMMERCIAL: A bus or truck having capacity in excess of the limits for a light commercial vehicle, or motorized construction equipment other than trucks.
*VEHICLE, LIGHT COMMERCIAL: A taxi; a bus with capacity not exceeding 10 passengers; or a truck with gross vehicle weight (GVW) rating not exceeding 14,000 pounds and enclosed cargo area not exceeding 400 cubic feet.

*VEHICULAR EXIT LINE: Either edge of a driveway or curb cut used for the exit of motor vehicles, whichever is more restrictive.
VETERINARY HOSPITAL:  A building providing for the diagnosis and treatment of ailments for animals other than human, but not including crematory facilities. Facilities for overnight care may be included as an accessory use to the primary treatment use, but must be totally enclosed.
*YARD: A required open space, unobstructed with buildings and structures, other than permitted signs, fences, or other customary yard accessories.
*YARD, FRONT: A yard extending between lot side lines across the front of a lot adjacent to each street it adjoins.
