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- Two Smart Growth Technical Assistance Grants were jointly awarded to
Pelham - Wendell ($40,000) and to Norfolk - Walpole ($45,000).

- Pioneer Valley Planning Commission was awarded a grant of $4,772

on behalf of 5 towns and a regional grant of $4,055.
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
